CASTRO CHAMPIONS GLBT RIGHTS 

Mariela Castro, daughter of new Cuban president Raul Castro, and 
head of the National Centre for Sex Education, is working to get 
the ÒCuban National Assembly to adopt what would be among the 
most liberal gay and transsexual rights law in Latin America,Ó 
explains Michael Voss of news.bbc.co(1).

The proposed legislation would recognize same-sex unions (but 
not ÒmarriageÓ), inheritance rights, and would give transsexuals 
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the right to free sex-change operations. Adoption ri ghts are not part of the bill. Mariela says that 
her father is supportive of her work, although he advises her to move slowly. 
 
ÒToday Cuba has a vibrant but generally discreet gay scene. In the capital itself there are no openly 
gay bars, but there is a weekly nightclub complete with floorshow. Sex between gay people was 
legalized in Cuba about 15 years ago, Òbut police harassment and raids on gay gatherings 
continued until very recently.Ó 

"What I see now is that both Cuban society and the government have realized that these were 
mistakes. There is also the desire to take initiatives which would prevent such things happening 
again. But it remains an uphill struggle. Old pr ejudices remain deeply ingrained, particularly 
amongst the older generation."

TRANSGENDER: LIFE AS A TRANSMALE 

In the New York Times article, When Girls Will Be Boys, Alissa Quart 
takes a look at the life of a college transmale student, known in this 
article as Rey, and his journey from being born as a girl, growing up 
feeling like a boy, attending an all-girls college his freshman year in 
college, and into the present. ÒWhen I was 5, I told my parents not to 
correct people when strangers thought I was a boy. I was never a girl, 
really Ñ I questioned my own gender, and other people also questioned 
my gender for me,Ó says Rey. 
 
We learn that historically, those who wanted to change their gender 

identification were adults. But today, a larger percen tage of transitions occur in late adolescence or 
young adulthood. Within the transgender college community, students will often use gender-neutral 
pronouns like ÒzeÓ and Òhir.Ó 
 
The National Center for Transgender Equality estimates that up to three million Americans are 
transgender, although they say other estimates are lower. 
 
"The conventional thinking is that trans people feel they are Òborn in the wrong body.Ó But today 
many students who identify as trans are seeking not simply to change their sex but to create an 
identity outside or between established genders Ñ they may refuse to use any gender pronouns 
whatsoever or take a gender-neutral name but never modify their bodies chemically or surgically. 
These students are also considered part of the trans community, though they are known as either 
gender nonconforming or genderqueer rather than transmen or transmale."
