Gilbert Herdt and Robert Kertzner of the
American Sexuality Magazine™™ report, "The
California Supreme Court’s decision that strikes
down the exclusion of same-sex couples from
civil marriage is a watershed event for the
human rights and well-being of GLBT people.

"Still, today people know that marriage is not for
everyone. It is a choice to be made. And when
people have a deep cultural desire to marry, it is
wrong to deny anyone this choice. Like their
. S heterosexual counterparts, many lesbians and
L G e o 5 gay men may sense that marriage will improve
their lives; this is the cultural meaning registered
behind the question, “Are you married?” Dozens of research studies over decades bear them out by
showing that civil marriage generally improves the mental and physical health of heterosexual men
and women."

"As an act of discrimination, marriage denial heightens the risk of social isolation and
marginalization—pervasive experiences of a generation of gay men and lesbians, as portrayed in
the now classic film Brokeback Mountain. Our analysis found that the legal recognition of same-
sex relationships will surely improve physical and psychological health among gays and lesbians
while reducing discrimination and a sense of second-class citizenship."

However there are still forces organizing in California against marriage for same-sex couples. The
Campaign For Children and Families'® (CCF) has issued a plan that includes calling or writing
Justice Ronald M. George, Governor Schwarzenegger, and municipal offices - which issue marriage
licenses. The CCF is suggesting that individuals ask county clerks to refuse service to same-sex
couples.
