should want her to be vice president and thinks it  would be best for the ticket, she will serve, she 
will accept that. But on the other hand, if he choo ses someone else she will work just as hard for 
the party in November,ÕÓ reports the AP on news.yahoo.com(1).  

 

ÒRobert Gibbs, an Obama spokesman, said the meeting was to talk about uniting the Democratic 
Party. ÔSenator Obama and Senator Clinton did have occasion to meet this evening. It's the end of 
the primary process. They wanted to talk about bringing these campaigns together in unity.Õ"

ÒA constitutional amendment to ban same-sex marriage in California 
was placed on the Nov. 4 ballot Monday, kick-starting an election 
struggle that will have repercussions across the nation. The initiative 
would amend the state Constitution to limit marriage to a union 
between a man and a woman,Ó reports John Wildermuth 
of sfgate.com(2). 
 
Backers of the initiative, who needed 694,354 valid signatures to 
make the ballot, turned in more than 1.1 million signatures. 
 
ÒIf the new amendment is passed, it will overturn the state court's ruling to legalize same-sex 
marriages. California officials plan to begin issuing marriage licenses to same-sex couples beginning 
June 17. Opponents of the court's decision have called on the court to delay that action until after 
the November election, but no decision on that request has been made.Ó
