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GEORGIAN JOURNALIST RECOVERING FROM ATTACK

As a former Ochberg Fellow in 2002, member of the Dart Society and a former
board member, Dave received this information about Margarita Akhvlediani a
fellow Dart Center Ochberg Fellow:

As many of you know, 2007 Dart Center
Ochberg Fellow Margarita Akhvlediani, a
Georgian journalist, was attacked and &

robbed Saturday while driving in Gori with her husband The
Dart Society, the fellows and award winners of the Dart Center
for Journalism and Trauma, has established a fund to help assist
Akhvlediani in the aftermath of the attack, in which her camera
and other equipment was stolen.

"Akhvlediani was born in Bishkek, Kyrgystan, but has lived most
of her life in the Republic of Georgia and earned her bachelor's
degree in journalism at the State University of Georgia. In 1994,
she was named editor-in-chief for Black Sea Press news service
in Thilisi. Since 2002, she has worked as the Caucasus Program
director and regional Editor in Thilisi for the British Institute for
War and Peace Reporting, based in London. She manages 150 journalists from the
Caucasus regions, editing articles. She also caducts trainings for local journalists in the
post-Soviet Republics of Georgia, Armenia aml Azerbaijan and the North Caucasian regions
of Russia including Chechnya to teach them international standards of journalism;" this
from stanforduniversity.com®.

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PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES AT SADDLEBACK'S CIVIL FORUM

"The Saddleback Civil Forum on Presidencas the first time Sen. Barack Obama and Sen. John
McCain both appeared on stage since they becamethe presumptive presidential nominees for their
parties. This event was held at Saddleback Church, a mega-church in southern California. The
candidates were interviewed by Rick Warren, pastor at the church and author of the best-selling
book The Purpose-Driven Lifg" reports cnn.com®,

"Speaking to a group of evangelical Christians, Sen.
Obama said Saturday that his greatest moral failure --
and the country's -- has been selfishness, but his
opponent, Sen. McCain, cited his failed first marriage.
McCain, the presumptive Republican presidential
nominee, added that the country's greatest shortcoming
has been a tendency to not devote itself 'to causes
greater than ourselves."

"Warren pressed Obama on two hot-button issues
among social conservatives: abortion and same-sex
marriage."

"Obama said that although he's pro-choice and supports Roe v. Wade, his goal is to reduce the
number of abortions in America. 'On this particular issue, if you believe that life begins at
conception ... and you are consistent, then | can't argue with you on that,' he said. 'What | can do
is say, are there ways we can work together to reduce the number of unwanted pregnancies?™

"He also touched on same-sex marriage. When aked to define marriage, he told Warren, 'It's a
union between a man and a woman. For me as a Christian, it is a sacred union. God's in the mix,’
he said. Obama added that he does support same-sx civil unions, saying, 'l can afford those civil
rights to others even if | don't have ... that view."

"McCain was also asked about his views on those ssues. He said he would be a pro-life president
and would support legislation favoring anti-abor tion policy positions. In terms of same-sex
marriage, he supports traditional marriage defined as a union between a man and a woman but
would let states decide rather than have a federal mandate."

John McCain ($2300), Crutchley has apparently been pressured by the board of the company to
step down as Chairman," reports towleroad.com®.

It is too bad for the web site if we lo se customers, but PLEASE never refer to me as a
Republican. | consider it an offense. Earlier today, at the request of the Board, Jonathan has
stepped down as Chairman.

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RUFUS WAINWRIGHT - HIS EXPERIENCE WITH FAME

"To the casual observer, it may seem like
Rufus Wainwright has a pretty good life. The
Juno Award-winning pop singer has released
five studio albums and a live disc in the last
decade. He's sold out concert halls large and
small, and contributed to numerous film
soundtracks, including Brokeback Mountain
and Moulin Rouge He's achieved a level of
artistic satisfaction - and credibility - that
allows him to swing musically between Judy
Garland tunes, opera and pop in a way few
of his contemporaries have. So, what's
missing? Cold hard cash;" this from Matthew
Pearson of the The Ottawa Citizen'?,

"When you're with a major label, they really pump you up with visions of riches and bi-coastal
residences and all this stuff, and | kind of fell fo r it hook, line and sinker when | started out, and
that hasn't really transpired, he said in a phone interview this week from his home in New York.
The 35-year-old Montreal ex-patriate said the lack of financial riches is perhaps a trade-off for his
artistic freedom. He is pleased he chose to go his own way, and isn't bitter about where it's brought
him. He wondered, though, if part of it could be related to his openness about being gay."

"I'm by no means crying poverty, but compared to a lot of other friends of mine who are in the pop
business who are as well known, I'm not making ne arly as much money as they are," he said. "I
definitely think that that's a kind of glass ceiling. " He added, however, that those who accept his
sexuality often go to great lengths for him. In turn, Wainwright said he's comfortable being an
outspoken advocate for the gay and lesbian community.

"Earlier this year, he won a GLAAD Media award for making a 'significant difference in promoting
equal rights for the LGBT community.' Later this month he'll perform with Melissa Etheridge and
Cyndi Lauper at the Rock to Winconcert in Denver, in conjunction with the Democratic National
Convention."
