Stephanie Tubbs Jones told the Cleveland 
Human Rights Campaign dinner in May 2003. ÔI promise that 
neither your voice nor mine will be silenced, because weÕre going 
to take this to the Capitol, to the White House, and to the streets.Õ 
 
ÒBut Tubbs JonesÕ distinctive voice was suddenly silenced August 
20 when she died about 24 hours after suffering an aneurysmal 
subarachnoid hemorrhage while driving in Cleveland Heights. She 
was 58. 
 
ÒTubbs Jones attended Cleveland Pride celebrations and helped 
raise money for the Cleveland Stonewall Democrats.ÒLongtime 
friend and former Cleveland Stonewall Democrats president Patrick 
Shepherd recalled, ÔStephanie was scheduled to headline at a 

Cleveland Pride but she arrived a little late.Õ 
 
ÔMusical performances had already begun on the main stage by that time,Õ Shepherd said. ÔI offered 
to make a request to give her some microphone time at the next intermission. She responded by 
saying, ÒNo, baby, no.Ó She always called me Òbaby,Ó like she did with many people. ÒIÕm just here 
to see my friends in the gay community.ÓÔÓ

ÒGeologyÕs most awesome 
features continue to stir the 
imagination to great heights. 
 
ÒThere is a wealth of literature 
about or inspired by 
mountains and itÕs easy to see 
why. One only has to think of 
a mountain and the powerful 
adjectives tumble from your 
fingertips: solitary, ancient, 
vast, God-like. And just as 
rivers often represent the flow 
of life, so too the mountain is 
a handy metaphor - for the 
insignificance of man perhaps, 
or perhaps as a reminder that 
ours is a planet built on 
natureÕs awesome violence. 

 
ÒThe role of mountains in literature is multifarious. They can be symbolic or metaphorical, or they 
can simply provide a dramatic setting. They can be friend[;] or, in the case of Sherlock Holmes who 
met his death at the Reichenbach Falls in the Swiss Alps, they can be [a deadly foe]. Consider the 
sense of imprisonment that the Carpathians created in Bram StokerÕs Dracula, the escape route that 
the high plateau of Tibet provided in Heinrich HarrerÕs Seven Years In Tibet, or the place of solace 
offered by WyomingÕs fictional Brokeback Mountain in Annie ProulxÕs short story of the same 
name.Ó

ÒThe latest results suggest a marked increase in the number of companies embracing sexual 
orientation nondiscrimination policies since Equality Forum began contacting Fortune 500 
companies five years ago. 
 
ÒChanging corporate attitudes appear to be mirroring those of the general public according to 
GallupÕs May 2008 Values and Beliefs Poll, which found that 89 percent of U.S. citizens believe gays
